1. Choose 9 different options from the list on the right, putting a different choice in each box.

3. Aim to complete three squares in a row (horizontally, vertically, or diagonally).

4. Once you have three in a row, shout “Bingo!”

Some caveats:
· You may not put down your own name.
· Each person can only be written down once.
